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The purpose of this survey research is to investigate a father’s developmental
tasks and factors related to his tasks. The samples were 247 fathers who had school-
aged children, age 6 to 12 years, and living in Din-Daeng District, Bangkok. Data were
collected by self-administrated questionnaires from October to December, 2001.
Statistical analysis used were Pearson's Product Moment Correlation Coefficient and

Stepwise multiple regression.

Results revealed that most of the fathers, (60.3 percent), had a moderate level on
the overall father’s developmental tasks. The factors that were significantly related to a
father’s developmental tasks, at < 0.05, were good family relationship, appropriate
father-child time spent (more than 240 minutes/day), good perceptions of the
developmental tasks of a father and positive attitudes of the father to child rearing. The
factors of a father’s developmental tasks, which could be predicted at 30.6 percent were
family relationship and perceptions of the developmental tasks of a father.

These findings suggest that family health professionals should promote parents
to be concerned about parents with family relationships, perceptions and attitudes to}
child rearing and duration of time spent together in the family, so that parents can

appropriately perform their developmental tasks.
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
