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The objective of this study are to : 1) Inquire into nature, background and
motivation for farmers who to enter into this business; 2) Know what are the
influential factors in decision making when entering into this business; 3) Learn the
expectations of the entrepreneurs who enter the business in terms of their career, and
4) Learn what difficulties are encountered

This is a quantitative study. The collection of data was through official interview,
non-official interview, observation and questionnaire.

The study found that the majority of entreprencurs are male. The largest group
was between the age of 31-40 years. The majoroty of this group had completed only
primary education. Most of the respondents are inhabitants of Khlong 15. Previous
career were as employees.

The respondent as a group of earned between 40,001-80,000 Baht yearly, and
funded their business by loan. Most of fundable loans were through the Government
Bank for Agricultural and Cooperative loans. The largest group of respondents
borrowed 20,001 Baht or more.

Motivation for starting up business was through dialogue and as a result of
interests and was decided upon through discussion with their neighbors.

Driving factor for these entrepreneurs were the fast returns business a investment
and followed early successful venturers. Their expectation are the result of standard of
living and higher income.

In sum, the entrepreneurs face five major problems and obstacles. These are:
1) price war, 2) economic recession, 3) ownership of farm land, 4) inadequacy of
government support, 5) and disease and pets.
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
