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ABSTRACT

The research objectives ilre to investigate factors influencing police
operations under the project 't',Iarcotics Discussion in the Workplace", a project
designed to give information about the effects of narcotics to people at work.

Two hundred and twenty-tbree police from nine stations in Metropolitan
Police Division I were allocated to the program. SPSS program was usedin the
analpis and the findings are asi follows :

Factors inlluencing operations under the project 'Narcotics Discussion in
workplace" were both intemal and external factors, in particular, people,s
collaboration: private operators, staff and employees in workplaces.
primary factor was the budget. The encouragement and support from superiors were
secondary factors.

If these problems had been solved, the operation of community relations
would have been more effective. The problem of narcotic expansion would be
under control.

It is recommended that :

l) The government and the private sectors should constnrctively and
consiste,ntly promote and support the project. Operational police shouid be
recognized and remunerated on their performance

2) Comparative studies should be conducted with regards to the
effectiveness of such projects in workplaces.
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
