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This study is determined to investigate factors affecting causality of violent
offenses committed by male offenders a case study of Bangkwang Central Prison.
348 prisoners were respondents. A questionnaire was the instrument of data
collection. Statistical applications were Percentage, Means, Standard Deviation,
Analysis of Variance (ANOV A) and Multiple Classification Analysis (MCA).

1. Most of the sample group was 31-40 years of age and ages during
offending were 21-30 years. Most were Buddhists with primary educational level.
Most of the sample group were employees earning 3,001 — 6,000 Baht a month with
domicile in Bangkok and single. The family status is moderate wealth and no debt.

2. In relation to Factors of social process, the sample group has positive
family harmony owning private land and home and having intimate friends before
offending. They have no siblings or relatives violate who have laws and never been
forced or indicted from siblings or relatives 1o violate laws. Further, the sample
group possessed habitual smoking, and drinking behaviors.

3. In relation to factors of personality and emotion; the sample group likes
simple and uncomplicated. They are friendly, bright, open, brave, and dislike
quarrelling. They are calm and reasonable but always emotionally unstable,
inexpressive in anger and spend their leisure in watching television and movies.

4. In relation to factors of causality and violent offenses, the sample group
committed homicide intentionally and single-handedly. The location of homicide
was at home, flat, hostel or apartment. Homicide was committed during nighttime
and with handgun. Causation is being provoked by victims with rage and immediate
mood, unable to control themselves and being drunk.

It is recommended that the government should set policy in proper control
and licensing of the possession of arms and appropriate measures for the license-
holders of arms should be put in place to train them trained in correct uses and
keeping of arms to prevent the misuses. Besides, units of criminal justice should
cooperate in crime prevention and suppression by congruently setting policy and
practices of each unit and in line with the philosophy of facilitating justice for
society.
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
