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hPbstract

The purpose 6f this study was to investigate behaviors
changed of the pediatric patiem;s following discharge from hospital and
to identify the relationships between behaviors of the pediatric
patie;lts .following discharge fram hospital and factors which might
affect these bel)é;iors, i.e., factors regarding children such as age,
previous hospitalization experiences, duration of hospitalization and
procedures obtalmed during hospitalization as well as maternal factors
for instance education, econamic status level and anxiety.

The sample was composed of 90 pediatric patients whose
ages were between 1 to 5 years who were admitted at Pediatric wards
in MaharajnNokoranI'xiangngi Hospital, Chiangmai. All subjects were
rooming-in patients and hospitalization during 3 to 21 days. The



instruments used in the study included The State-Trait Anxiety

Inventory of Spielberger and The Eechaviors of the pediatric patients

following discharge from hospital interviewing form, |
Data were analysed by using precentage, Chi-square, t-test

and cne way analysis of variance.

The results revealed thet

1. There were statistically significant differences of the
number of the pediatric patients in fiv’é dimensions of behaviors
changed after hospitalization. The five dimensions of behaviars were
Separation anxiety (P < .05), General Anxiety and Regression, Anxiety
- about sleep, Aggression Toward Authority and Apathy-Withdrawal (P ¢ .01).

2. There were no statistically significant relationships
between age, previous hospitalization experiences, procedures obtained
during hospitalization and behaviors of the pediatric patients following
discharge from hospital.

3. There was statistically significant relationship between
duration of hospitalization and behaviors of the pﬁiat;:ic patients
only in Eating Disturbance behaviors (P ( .05) .

4. There were no statistically significant differences of
maternal state anxiety scores among different groups of mothers devided
by different behaviors of the pediatric patients following discharge
from hospital.



5. There was statlstlcally significant difference of maternal
trait anxlety scores among different groups of mothers devided by
different behaviors of the pediatric patients follomng dlscharge from
hospital only in Apathy-Withdrawal behaviors (P {-05).
