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Abstract

At present, Women have increasing responsibilities in working role and
family role. When their had permanent colostomy that effected them to physical,
psychological and necessitates adaptations in role functions of daily living . Ability
of adaptation were concerned to amount of role, social support, body image, health
status and duration after colostomy.

In this study, the rescarcher applied Roy’ adaptation in role function,
focusing on secondary role. The sample consisted of 80 women with permanent
colostomy after 1 month rather, who came to follow - up visit, and treated at five
Bangkok metropolis hospital . The parameters considered included demographic data,
role functions adaptation, social support, body image ,and health status. Data were
collected by structed interviewer and were analyzed by stepwise multiple regression .
The results were as follow: The overall adaptationin role function of women with
permanent colostomy was at an adequate level, as were specific adaptations in
permanent colostomy role , family role.and work role. Stepwise multiple regression
analysis showed that amount of roles, body image and social support could function
as predictors to account for 22.13 percents variance in the degree of adaptation

(p<.001).



Based on these finding, the researchers have recommended that nurses should
be aware of factors that effected to role functions adaption and strongly consider
promoting family involvement to assist women with permanent colostomy. Families
can help women in their various role function by assuming responsibilities at home,
and inspiring positive feeling of body image. Favorable levels of adaptation in role
functions can be achieved by these interventions, in order to these women to hve

happily in society .
